Mayor Doughtie called the meeting to order and opened the meeting with prayer.  He stated the purpose of this emergency meeting is to take action on storm related matters to help residents and businesses rebound from last week’s tornado.
Consideration of Resolution Designating Applicant’s Agent
City Manager Sabiston stated this resolution designates an official to serve as the City’s agent to execute an application and file it for the purpose of obtaining certain Federal financial assistance under the Disaster Relief Act.  He stated Public Works Director Parnell has served in this role in the past.
Motion was made by Councilman Liverman, seconded by Councilman Bobbitt and unanimously carried to adopt the following resolution:

Consideration of Reducing Permit Fees for Repairs Related to Storm Damage from the April 16, 2011 Tornado Through May 31, 2011
City Manager Sabiston stated Council has been provided a copy of the City’s Fee Schedule showing the current fees for permits.  He stated staff is recommending that these permit fees be amended through the end of May to help those making repairs related to the April 16 storm damage.  He stated they considered waiving the fees but felt we would lose control and it would be a better practice to lower the fees.  He stated they are proposing reducing the basic fee to $5.00 plus $1.50 per $1,000.00 value.
Planning & Development Director Jarratt stated the base permit fee is currently $35.00 plus $3.00 per $1,000.00 of construction value.  She stated the only other fee they are recommending to reduce is the demolition fee.  She stated the current fee is $100.00 and they are recommending that it be reduced to $50.00 through May 31.  She pointed out that this would be only for storm related damage, and they have a list of addresses that received damage.
Councilman Liverman asked if it was necessary to charge a demolition permit fee to a resident or business owner that has just had their home or business destroyed.

City Manager Sabiston stated this is more about keeping control than it is the cost.

Councilman Liverman asked if we could have a fee of $0.00.

Planning & Development Director Jarratt stated no.  She stated because of the critical work they will be doing particularly for commercial properties, they need to make sure no one is missing a step.

City Manager Sabiston pointed out that the amount should be reimbursable by their insurance company.

Motion was made by Councilman Lawson, seconded by Councilman Bobbitt and unanimously carried to reduce the fees as follows until May 31, 2011:

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Consideration of Lease for the Employment Security Commission to Temporarily Occupy the Police Substation Located at the Neighborhood Resource Center
City Manager Sabiston stated Council has been provided a copy of the proposed lease agreement that was drafted by the State Office of the Employment Security Commission.  He stated the City Attorney has reviewed it and indicated that the lease amount is a City Council decision.  City Manager Sabiston explained that this is a 30 day lease which is renewable on a month to month basis for up to five additional months.  He stated this agency provides an essential service to our citizens and we would like to be able to accommodate them.  He pointed out that the Police Department has indicated that they will be able to get by a few months meeting at another location.  City Manager Sabiston stated they arrived at the $250.00 per month lease amount by taking into consideration the $425.00 per month that CADA pays.
Councilman Lawson stated he is comfortable with the terms but is concerned about the amount of the monthly lease payment.  He stated in fairness to the other agencies in the building, he would like to see the amount comparable.  He stated there is a lot of square footage in the auditorium, and we need to be sensitive to the other tenants.
Mayor Pro Tem Ferebee asked if this would be temporary for five months.

City Manager Sabiston stated six months total.  He stated it is renewable month to month for up to five months.

Mayor Pro Tem Ferebee asked how much CADA pays.

City Manager Sabiston stated $425.00.

Councilman Liverman asked if the Employment Security Commission would be able to run their day to day operations in the substation or if this is just an office to occupy while they are looking.

City Manager Sabiston stated they plan to run their activities out of the office at the substation.

Councilman Lawson asked about extra phone lines.

City Manager Sabiston stated they will be responsible for paying for that.

Motion was made by Councilman Lawson, seconded by Councilwoman Scarbrough and unanimously carried to approve the lease agreement with the Employment Security Commission with an amendment to increase the monthly lease payment from $250.00 to $425.00 to read as follows:

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises as described herein and the promises and covenants contained in the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth, Lessor does hereby rent, lease and demise unto Lessee for and during the term and under the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth, those premises or office space, with all rights, privileges and appurtenances thereto belonging, lying and being in the City of Roanoke Rapids, County of Halifax, North Carolina, and more particularly described as follows:

“Premises”). 

THE TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THIS LEASE ARE AS FOLLOWS:

1.
TO HAVE AND TO HOLD the Premises for a term of one (1) month, commencing on the 21st day of April, 2011 (the “Commencement Date”) and terminating on the 20th day of May, 2011 (the “Term”).

RENEWAL OPTION:  The Lessee shall have the option to renew this Lease for five (5) additional one (1) month terms (“Renewal Term”) and shall provide Lessor no less than sixty days (60) written notice of the intent to so renew prior to the expiration of the Initial Term.  The remaining terms and conditions of this Lease shall remain the same during the Renewal Term.
2.
During the Initial Term, Lessee shall pay to Lessor as rental for the Premises the sum of FOUR HUNDRED TWENTY FIVE AND NO/100 DOLLARS ($425.00).  The Lessee agrees to pay the aforesaid rental to Lessor at the address specified or, to such other address as the Lessor may designate by a notice in writing at least fifteen (15) days prior to the due date.

3.
The Lessor shall furnish to Lessee, during the Term at Lessor's sole cost and to the satisfaction of Lessee the following:

A.
Heating facilities, air conditioning facilities, adequate electrical facilities, adequate lighting 


fixtures and sockets, hot and cold water facilities, and adequate toilet facilities.

B.
Maintenance of common areas, lawns, sidewalks, paved areas and disposal of trash.
C.
Lessor to provide required fire extinguishers and servicing, pest control, and outside trash 


disposal.

D.
All utilities, except telephone.

E.
Parking.
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F.
Premises are generally accessible to persons with disabilities. This shall include access into 


the Premises from the parking areas (where applicable), access into the Premises via any 


common areas of the building and access to a restroom suitable for use by disabled persons.
G.
Any fire or safety inspection fees will be paid by Lessor.

H.
Any storm water fees will be paid by Lessor.

I.
The number of keys to be provided to Lessee for each lockset shall be reasonably determined 


by Lessee prior to occupancy and said keys shall be furnished by Lessor to Lessee at no cost 


to Lessee.

4.
During the Term, Lessor shall keep the Premises in good repair and tenantable condition, to the end that all facilities are kept in an operative condition.  Maintenance shall include, but is not limited to, furnishing and replacing electrical light fixture ballasts, air conditioning and ventilating equipment filter pads, if applicable, and broken glass.  In case Lessor shall, after notice in writing from Lessee in regard to a specified condition, fail, refuse, or neglect to correct said condition, or in the event of an emergency constituting a hazard to the health or safety of Lessee's employees, property, or invitees, it shall then be lawful for Lessee, in addition to any other remedy Lessee may have, to make such repair at its own cost and to deduct the amount thereof from the rent that may then be or thereafter become due hereunder.  The Lessor reserves the right to enter and inspect the Premises, at reasonable times, and to make necessary repairs to the Premises.

5.
It is understood and agreed that Lessor shall, at the Commencement Date or at such other date as specified herein, have the Premises in a condition satisfactory to Lessee, including repairs, painting, partitioning, remodeling, plumbing and electrical wiring suitable for the purposes for which the Premises will be used by Lessee.

6.
The Lessee shall have the right during the Term, with the Lessor's prior consent, to make alterations, attach fixtures and erect additions, structures or signs in or upon the Premises.  Such fixtures, additions, structures or signs so placed in or upon or attached to the Premises under this Lease or any prior lease of which this Lease is an extension or renewal shall be and remain the property of Lessee and may be removed therefrom by Lessee prior to the termination of this Lease or any renewal or extension thereof, or within a reasonable time thereafter.

7.
If the Premises be destroyed by fire or other casualty, without fault of Lessee, this Lease shall immediately terminate and the rent shall be apportioned to the time of the damage.  In case of partial destruction or damage by fire or other casualty without fault of Lessee, so as to render the Premises untenable in whole or in part, there shall be an apportionment of the rent until the damage has been repaired.  During such period of repair, Lessee shall have the right to obtain similar office space at the expense of Lessee or Lessee may terminate this Lease by giving fifteen (15) days written notice to Lessor.

8.
Lessor shall be liable to Lessee for any loss or damages suffered by Lessee which are a direct result of the failure of Lessor to perform an act required by this Lease, and provided that Lessor could reasonably have complied with said requirement.

9.
Upon termination of this Lease, Lessee will peaceably surrender the Premises in as good order and condition as when received, reasonable use and wear and damage by fire, war, riots, insurrection, public calamity, by the elements, by act of God, or by circumstances over which Lessee had no control or for which Lessor is responsible pursuant to this Lease, excepted.  The Lessee shall have no duty to remove any improvement or fixture placed by it on the Premises or to restore any portion of the Premises altered by it.  In the event Lessee elects to remove his improvements or fixtures and such removal causes damage or injury to the Premises, Lessee will repair only to the extent of any such damage or injury.

10.
All notices herein provided to be given, or which may be given, by either party to the other, shall be deemed to have been fully given when made in writing and deposited in the United States mail, certified and postage prepaid and addressed as follows:

Nothing herein contained shall preclude the giving of such notice by personal service.  The address to which notices shall be mailed as aforesaid to either party may be changed by written notice.

11.
The Lessee shall not assign this Lease without the written consent of Lessor, which shall not be unreasonably withheld, but shall have the right to sublet the Premises.

12.
The Lessor agrees that Lessee, upon keeping and performing the covenants and agreements herein contained, shall at all times during the Term peaceably and quietly have, hold, and enjoy the Premises free from the adverse claims of any person.

13.
The failure of either party to insist in any instance upon strict performance of any of the terms and conditions herein set forth shall not be construed as a waiver of the same in any other instance.  No modification of any provision hereof and no cancellation or surrender hereof shall be valid unless in writing and signed and agreed to by both parties.


14.
Any holding over after the expiration of the Term, shall be construed to be a tenancy from month to month, and shall otherwise be on the terms and conditions herein specified, so far as applicable; however, either party shall give not less than sixty (60) days written notice to terminate the tenancy.

15.
The parties hereto agree and understand the continuation of this Lease for the Term is subject to the Employment and Training Administration, United States Department of Labor, allocating annually sufficient funds to continue rental of the Premises at the monthly rental rate set forth in Paragraph 2 of this Lease.  The parties to this Lease also agree that in the event that the Employment and Training Administration, United States Department of Labor, reduces funding for leasing purposes, Lessee, Employment Security Commission, in its sole discretion, may determine, in view of its total local office operations, whether available funding for payment of rents is sufficient to continue the operation of its local office on the Premise; and that upon such determination by Lessee that the available funding is inadequate for such continued operation on the Premises, the Employment Security Commission shall give not less than sixty (60) days written notice of its determination to Lessor; and that upon the expiration of such notice period, the Lease shall terminate without any further liability of Lessee, Employment Security Commission. 

16.
The Lessor or its agents shall not enter the Premises after Lessee’s business hours, except in the event of an emergency, without first obtaining the permission of Lessee.

17.
This Lease shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of Lessor, its successors and assigns.

18.
This Lease shall be governed by, construed and enforced in accordance with the laws of the State of North Carolina and court actions arising therefrom may be brought only within the courts of the State of North Carolina. 
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19.
North Carolina General Statute §133-32 and Executive Order 24 prohibit the offer to, or acceptance by, any employee of Lessee of any gift from anyone with a contract with Lessee, or from any person seeking to do business with Lessee.  By execution of this Lease, Lessor attests, for its entire organization, including its employees or agents, that it is not aware that any such gift has been offered, accepted, or promised by any employees of its organization.

Approval of Debris Collection Schedule and Items That May Be Collected Through May 13, 2011
City Manager Sabiston reviewed the following staff report with Council:

Background:    Following the storm event from last Saturday, the federal government and the State of North Carolina have declared the public disaster.  The federal individual assistance declaration for Halifax County has also been made.  The State DOT is prepared to pick up debris from its ROWs and brought by residents to the NCDOT ROWs but not debris from the City’s ROWs.
As a result of the storm that struck the City on Saturday, April 16th, it is my recommendation that the City continue its yard debris collection to clear all roadways and storm related debris brought to the City’s ROWS by private residents.  Typically, the City does not collect such debris except once per week as scheduled.  This will require a motion by the City Council to approve this collection of yard/tree debris.   It appears that much of this 
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additional collection of storm debris by the City or hired contractors authorized by the City will be reimbursed under the provisions of FEMA.
It is my further recommendation that the City and/or its hired and authorized contractors be allowed to pick up commercial debris and demolition debris resulting from the storm event.  This again is not normally picked up by the City.  This will require a motion by the City Council to approve this collection of C&D materials.
Finally, it is my recommendation that no charge be made to the residents or businesses for this additional debris collection as set forth above and that this additional collection continue through May 13, 2011.  This should be adequate time for the City to clear the streets and yard debris from most areas.
Recommendation:  Approve the request as set forth above to allow staff to collect yard debris and C&D debris resulting from the storm of April 16th through May 13th without charge to the property owners.

Mayor Pro Tem Ferebee asked if we would be reimbursed for the work and the tipping fees.
City Manager Sabiston stated for overtime and tipping fees.

Mayor Pro Tem Ferebee asked about a house that a tree has fallen through.

City Manager Sabiston stated they would pick up the debris from the house but when it is  demolished, the insurance would take care of that.

Mayor Pro Tem Ferebee asked what would happen if the individual did not have insurance.

City Manager Sabiston stated there are programs that will help people that are uninsured.

Motion was made by Councilman Liverman, seconded by Councilman Lawson and unanimously carried to approve the following debris collection schedule and items to be collected until May 13, 2011:

1.
The City will continue its yard debris collection to clear all roadways 


and storm related debris brought to the City’s rights-of-way by private 


residents;


2.
The City and/or its hired and authorized contractors be allowed to 


pick up commercial debris and demolition debris resulting from the 


storm event; and 


3.
There will be no charge made to the residents or businesses for this 


additional debris collection as set forth above and that this additional 


collection continue through May 13, 2011. 
Approval of Contracts (3) for Debris Collection and Disposal
City Manager Sabiston reviewed the following excerpt from the contracts for debris collection and disposal, and the bids received:

PURCHASE ORDER CONTRACT
Special Provisions
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SCOPE OF WORK

The work of this contract consists of the removal and disposal of eligible, storm related debris from the City’s maintained portion of the road rights-of-way.  Eligible debris will consist of vegetation such as:  trees, stumps, limbs and brush.  Non-eligible debris includes all hazardous material, tires, appliances and construction and demolition.  Only debris within the City’s maintained right-of-way limits shall be removed.  The contractor shall not trespass beyond the City’s maintained rights-of-way to obtain debris unless expressly authorized by the Public Works Director.  The portion of the City of Roanoke Rapids for this particular contract to be cleared of debris is shown on the attached map.  The disposal point for all debris is the City’s Emergency Disposal Site at Ledgerwood Ball Field Complex.  Alternate disposal locations must be approved by the Public Works Director.  The haul time may vary depending on the amount of traffic into the landfill from other sections of the City.  The landfill used for this contract is a local government property.
METHOD OF PAYMENT

Payment for the work covered in this provision will be based on the number of cubic yards of debris removed from the City maintained rights-of-way, transported to and dumped at an approved disposal site.  Determination of the pay quantity for each truck will be based on the actual number of cubic yards of debris removed and properly disposed of as determined by the Public Works Director.  The quantity of the debris will be determined by the percent of the “measured capacity”.  Payment hereunder includes compensation for all mobilization, equipment, personnel, materials and traffic control for the required loading, hauling, and disposal.  Payment will be made under the following item:

Debris Removal and Disposal…………………………..CUBIC YARDS
CONTRACT TIME AND LIMITS

The availability date for this contract is the date of the purchase order issued for this contract.  No work will be permitted and no purchase order will be issued until all required prerequisite conditions and certifications have been satisfied.  The amount of debris on which bids are requested is an estimate only, actual amounts may vary.  It is the responsibility of the prospective bidder to verify quantities.

The completion date for this project is May 13, 2011.

EQUIPMENT

The Contractor shall furnish all equipment in good operating condition and operated by properly trained and qualified personnel.  There will be no payment for mobilization of labor and equipment, as it will be considered incidental to the bid items of this contract.  The Contractor shall be responsible for all costs or charges incurred in the operation and maintenance of the equipment during the performance of this contract.

The Contractor shall provide a mechanical means of loading the debris onto the hauling trucks.  The Contractor shall exercise due caution to avoid damage to the roadway, earth shoulders, and ditches.

Each hauling truck shall be properly licensed, and shall have the Contractor’s name or initials, and individual truck number.  All trucks must be equipped with a tarp that meets the requirements outlined in G.S. 20-116(g) and a tailgate within 12" of the top of the body.  A list of all hauling trucks utilized by the Contractor shall be provided to the Public Works Department prior to beginning work.  This list shall include the truck number, license plate number, truck capacity, and certified tare weight.

The truck capacity shall be determined by the actual manufactured dump body size as measured by the Public Works Department.  Sideboards may be added, however they may not be used to add to the capacity of the dump body.  The function of the sideboards will be considered as additional safety against the loss of debris and not for additional capacity.  Each hauling truck shall be equipped with a tailgate.
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Trucks may not be substituted without prior approval of the Public Works Department.  In the event a truck is substituted during the term of the contract, the same identification and size information shall be provided for the new truck prior to it entering service.
The City of Roanoke Rapids Public Works Department reserves the right to inspect each truck to verify size and/or weight, at any time.  Such inspections may be performed at the discretion of the Public Works Director.
LOAD TICKETS

Documentation in the form of load tickets, provided by the Public Works Department, shall be used to verify the cubic yards of debris removed and disposed.

Once a truck is loaded with debris at the work site, it shall be taken to the disposal site.  Upon arrival at the disposal site, the disposal site monitor will enter the time and final cubic yard quantity on the load ticket.  The original will stay with the disposal site monitor, the driver will be given a copy.  The monitor at the disposal site, most likely, will be a representative of the City of Roanoke Rapids Public Works Department.

The Public Works Director shall match the disposal site monitor’s tickets against the Contractor’s load tickets for pay verification.  Cubic Yards, as measured by the site monitor, shall be the quantity used for calculation of payment.

City Manager Sabiston pointed out that all bidders are local.  He also pointed out that the rate is the DOT rate which is pretty standard.  He stated they are getting pretty close to being done.
Assistant Public Works Director Acree stated they plan to come out Sunday and see what is left to be collected.

Councilman Liverman asked if they will load their own trucks.

Assistant Public Works Director Acree stated yes.  He stated we will load our own trucks and Clements’ trucks.

Councilman Liverman asked where they will take the debris.

Assistant Public Works Director Acree stated the temporary landfill site at Ledgerwood.

Councilman Liverman asked if the stumps will be chipped.

City Manager Sabiston stated we are working on a contract for that service to present to Council at next week’s budget work session.  He pointed out that we are not removing stumps from yards.

Motion was made by Councilman Lawson, seconded by Councilman Liverman and unanimously carried to approve the contracts as presented above for the collection and disposal of storm related debris.

City Manager Sabiston stated they had a phone conference earlier this morning with NC Emergency Management and they have a little more public information they will be getting out to the news media.  He stated two declarations have been made for Halifax County—individual and public declarations.  He pointed out that the individual declaration is not made everywhere and he is appreciative of the Halifax County Emergency Management Agency for getting the necessary information in to get this declaration.
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Planning & Development Director Jarratt stated the National Weather Service has determined that Halifax County was struck by an F-2 tornado.  She stated they are in the process of conducting damage assessment throughout the City.  She stated there were 49 homes that experienced minor damage, 19 homes with major damage and 7 residential homes destroyed.  Ms. Jarratt stated there were 9 commercial buildings with minor damage, 8 commercial buildings with major damage and 5 commercial buildings destroyed.  She stated she has called in retired building inspector Marty Harrell to help with inspections.  Ms. Jarratt stated they have also hand-delivered to affected residents and businesses flyers the Clerk put together to give them contact information.  She stated hopefully next week there will also be a Disaster Recovery Center opened in Roanoke Rapids.
Assistant Public Works Director Acree stated the Public Works Department has been able to keep up with their other routine duties, and they are still planning to be off Friday for the holiday unless something comes up.  He pointed out that shingles are part of C&D materials—but not tires and white goods.  Assistant Public Works Director Acree stated he appreciates all of the help given and patience shown.
Mayor Doughtie stated he has received calls about what has been done at the Canal Trail.

Assistant Public Works Director Acree stated Mike and Kelly Manning have headed up that effort, and they plan to help with that after handling the other items.  

City Manager Sabiston stated the Canal Trail was bad in some spots.  He pointed out that John Simeon has been in contact with another FEMA group that wants to set up an individual assistance center in one of the gyms at the T. J. Davis Recreation Center.

Assistance Public Works Director Acree stated the NC Baptist Men Relief Team has been very helpful.

Mayor Pro Tem Ferebee stated he appreciates what that group has done.  He stated he has been impressed greatly by them and everyone else that has volunteered to help.

Mayor Doughtie thanked everyone for the extra effort put forth during this time.  He stated Mr. Shelton Conner distributed water and Gatorade.  He thanked the department heads that worked to get the information out.  He thanked the first responders and the Clerk for coming in Saturday evening to help with the State of Emergency Proclamation.
There being no further business, motion was made by Councilman Lawson, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Ferebee and unanimously carried to adjourn.
