At the time of filing a notice of candidacy, each candidate for Mayor and Councilmember shall pay to the Halifax County Board of Elections a filing fee of 1% of the annual salary for the office he or she seeks. (’75 Code, § 2-1) (Ord., passed 8-26-75) (G.S. § 163-107)

POLICE CHIEF TO ATTEND.


The Chief of Police shall attend all meetings of the City Council at the hour appointed, and remain in attendance until the close of the session unless otherwise ordered.  He shall send for or cause to be sent for all absent members under the direction of the Mayor or other presiding officer, and shall obey all orders of the Mayor or other presiding officer in enforcing order and decorum.  (’75 Code, § 2-12)

TIME AND PLACE.


Regular meetings of the Roanoke Rapids City Council shall be held on the first and third Tuesdays of each month at 5:15 p.m. at the Lloyd Andrews City Meeting Hall at 700 Jackson Street. ORDINANCES RESTRICTED.


No proposition to appropriate money, to alter or repeal any ordinance or rule of Council, or to establish any new rule, shall be made or decided at any other than a regular meeting except by unanimous vote of those entitled to vote who are present at such other than a regular meeting.  (’75 Code, § 2-16)
