HOURS OF OPERATION.


All city parks and recreation areas shall be open to the public between sunrise and sunset, or as posted, on each day and it shall be unlawful for any person to use or inhabit any city park or recreation area at any other time except when the park or recreation area is open and being operated under the direct supervision of the Parks and Recreation Department or when same is being used by written authorization of the Parks and Recreation Department or its designated official. VEHICLES IN PARK.


It shall be unlawful for any person to drive or propel any motor vehicle, minibike, motorcycle or other vehicle in, over or through any park, except and upon park drives, parkways and park boulevards.  It shall be unlawful for any person to park or permit to be parked any vehicle anywhere except upon designated parking areas authorized by the Parks and Recreation Department or its designated official.  It shall be unlawful to back any vehicle into any parking space in any park and in such a manner that the state license plate on the rear of such parked vehicle would be invisible to any law enforcement officer while inside of his police vehicle, when passing or stopped in front of such parked vehicle. DISORDERLY CONDUCT.


(A)  It shall be unlawful for any person to use any profane, boisterous or insulting language or to be guilty of disorderly conduct of any kind in any city park or recreation area.


(B)  It shall be unlawful for any person to make or cause to be made any loud, disturbing or unnecessary noise in any park or recreation area except normal cheering and applauding during the progress of a duly authorized activity.  (’75 Code, § 3-19) (Ord., passed 4-19-78) Penalty, see § 97.99

POSSESSION OR CONSUMPTION OF ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES, 



NARCOTIC DRUGS AND THE LIKE.


It shall be unlawful for any person to bring upon, possess, consume or display any alcoholic beverages or narcotic drugs in any city park; and it shall be unlawful for any person under the influence of intoxicating beverages to enter or remain within any city park or recreation area.  It shall be unlawful for any person under the influence of narcotic drugs to enter or remain within any city park or recreation area.  (’75 Code, § 3-19) (Ord., passed 4-19-78) Penalty, see § 97.99

DUMPING OR DEPOSITING GARBAGE OR REFUSE.


Except in containers provided for same, no person shall deposit, dump, throw, cast, lay or place or cause to be deposited, dumped, thrown, cast, laid or placed any ashes, trash, beer cans or bottles, rubbish, soil, earth, paper, garbage, refuse, debris, plant clippings or limbs or leaves in or upon any city park or recreation areas or in any watercourse, lake, pond or slough within such park lands. ROANOKE CANAL COMMISSION PROPERTY

§ 97.15

RULES AND REGULATIONS.


(A)  No person shall remove, destroy, vandalize, scar, mutilate, injure, or take any plants, animals, signs, or structures on the Roanoke Canal Commission, Inc. property.


(B)  Littering, dumping and polluting are prohibited on the Roanoke Canal Commission, Inc. property.


(C)  Motorized vehicles are prohibited on the Roanoke Canal Commission, Inc. property.  (Ord., passed 5-19-15)  Penalty, see § 97.99

(D)  The Roanoke Canal Commission, Inc. property parking lot is for trail users only and shall not be used for fishing purposes.


(E)  Camping is prohibited on the Roanoke Canal Commission, Inc. property.


(F)  No horses are allowed on the Roanoke Canal Commission, Inc. property.


(G)  Only pets on a leash shall be allowed on the Roanoke Canal Commission, Inc. property.


(H)  No hunting, trapping, hunting weapons or trapping equipment is allowed on the Roanoke Canal Commission, Inc. property.


(I)  No explosives or fireworks are allowed on the Roanoke Canal Commission, Inc. property.


(J)  No fires are allowed on the Roanoke Canal Commission, Inc. property.


(K)  Alcoholic beverages are prohibited on the Roanoke Canal Commission, Inc. property.  No persons who are under the influence of drugs and/or alcohol are allowed on the Roanoke Canal Commission, Inc. property.


(L)  Drunk and disruptive conduct is not allowed on the Roanoke Canal Commission, Inc. property.


(M)  The hours of operation on the Roanoke Canal Commission, Inc. property shall be from sunrise to sunset.  Persons on the Roanoke Canal Commission, Inc. property after hours shall be considered trespassing, unless in performance of assigned duties.


(N)  Structures such a fences, buildings, shelters, tree houses, and the like, are prohibited on the Roanoke Canal Commission, Inc. property without written authorization.  (Res., passed 4-12-88) Penalty, see § 97.99


HODGESTOWN PARK PROPERTY

§ 97.20

RULES AND REGULATIONS.


The hours of operation of the Hodgestown Park shall be from sunrise to sunset.  Persons on the Hodgestown Park property after hours shall be considered trespassing, unless in the performance of assigned duties.  (Ord., passed 7-9-91)

ROCHELLE POND

§ 97.25

RULES AND REGULATIONS.


(A)  The hours and operation of the Rochelle Pond shall be from sunrise to sunset.


(B)  No parking is allowed on Harvey Circle right-of-way after sunset.


(C)  No wading or swimming is allowed in the pond.


(D)  Fishing shall be catch and release only.


(E)  Disruptive conduct is not allowed.


(F)  Motorized boats are prohibited from being on the pond.


(G)  Littering is prohibited.


(H)  Alcoholic beverages and illegal drugs are prohibited.


(I)  Use of the pond is at one’s own risk.  The city assumes no responsibility for accidents and injuries.  (Ord., passed 10-23-01)

§ 97.98

ISSUANCE OF CITATION; TIME LIMIT FOR PAYMENT.


(A)  A police officer shall issue a citation to violators of this chapter.


(B)  Each person receiving a citation may, within five days of the time when issued the citation, submit to the violation and pay, as a penalty in full satisfaction of such violation, the sum of $25 to the Police Department.


(C)  The violation of any of the provisions of this chapter shall be a misdemeanor and punished by fine not to exceed $50 or imprisonment not to exceed 30 days or both, in the discretion of the court.  (Res., passed 4-12-88; Am. Ord., passed 10-23-01)

§ 97.99

PENALTY.


(A)  (1)  Any person who violates any provision of this chapter to which no other specific penalty applies shall be subject to a civil penalty in the sum of $25 per day.


(a)  A citation for said civil penalty shall be issued by a police officer.



(b)  Each citation for a civil penalty must be paid within 72 hours of issuance.


         (2)  Each and every day that the violator continues in violation shall be a separate and distinct offense.

(B)  Any person who knowingly or willingly violates § 97.02 shall be subject to a civil penalty of $500.


(C)  Any person who knowingly or willingly violates § 97.15 (C) shall be subject to a civil penalty of $500.

(D)  The municipality may also, and in addition, seek any and all appropriate equitable remedies, injunctions and/or abatement orders from the appropriate court of competent jurisdiction pursuant to G.S. § 160A-175.  (Am. Ord., passed 10-23-01)
