The regular meeting of the City Council of the City of Roanoke Rapids was held on the above date at 7:00 p.m. at the Lloyd Andrews City Meeting Hall.

Mayor Pro Tem Ferebee called the meeting to order and Councilman Bobbitt opened the meeting with prayer.  

Adoption of Business Agenda
Mayor Pro Tem Ferebee called Council’s attention to the Conflict of Interest statement in the agenda packet.
With no one indicating a conflict of interest with any of the items on the agenda, Mayor Pro Tem Ferebee called for a motion to adopt the business agenda with the following two amendments:  (1) postponement of item 8 (a) continuation of deliberations concerning the Conditional Use Permit for an electronic gaming operation at Premier Landing until the May 8 meeting due to the absence of several Council and staff members, and (2) removal of 11 (a) closed session.
Motion was made by Councilwoman Cowen, seconded by Councilwoman Scarbrough and unanimously carried to adopt the business agenda for April 10, 2012 with the aforementioned amendments.
Public Hearing:  2011 CDBG Small Business & Entrepreneurial Assistance (SBEA) Funding

Interim Police Chief Hinton stated Ms. Cathy Scott with the Halifax County Economic Development Commission is here to inform City Council about the 2011 CDBG-SBEA Program.  He indicated that the application deadline is April 30.

Ms. Cathy Scott, Executive Director of the Halifax County Economic Development Commission, stated she has been working with Planning & Development Director Kelly Lasky and Interim City Manager Ed Wyatt on a proposed CDBG-SBEA funding application.  She stated a public hearing 
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was held previously to provide information about CDBG programs and specifically, this CDBG-SBEA program.  She explained that this grant funding is available to small businesses that must commit to job creation.  She stated they must have at least one existing employee and commit to creating jobs for low-to-moderate income persons.  Ms. Scott stated White’s Auto, LLC expressed an interest in this funding and has committed to creating 10 new jobs, in addition to maintaining the 41 existing jobs, at wages above the average weekly wage for Halifax County—70% of which will be filled with persons of low to moderate income.  
Ms. Scott stated the maximum grant funding is $250,000.  She reviewed the proposed project budget included in the Council’s agenda packet.  She pointed out that the City will be required to develop an entrepreneurial development program.  She stated the $250,000 will be leveraged by $1,500,000 in private investments for a total project cost of $1,750,000.  Ms. Scott also pointed out that included in the Council’s package is a legally binding commitment to secure the funds to ensure that if the jobs are not created that the  City has some recourse.
Councilman Bobbitt asked if the jobs will be permanent.

Ms. Scott stated yes, they will be permanent full-time jobs.  She explained that the company has 30 months to create the jobs but hopes to have everything completed in 18 months.

Councilman Bobbitt asked if any monies are required upfront from the City.

Ms. Scott stated no.  She stated all monies are from the State and the company.

A public hearing having been advertised and proper notices having been given according to law, Mayor Pro Tem Ferebee opened the hearing for comments.

There being no one to speak, Mayor Pro Tem Ferebee declared the public hearing closed.

Motion was made by Councilwoman Cowen, seconded by Councilman Bobbitt and unanimously carried to adopt the following resolution authorizing submittal of the grant application for funding to benefit White’s Auto, LLC:

RESOLUTION BY THE CITY OF ROANOKE RAPIDS

APPLICATION FOR COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT FUNDING

FOR THE WHITE’S AUTO EXPANSION PROJECT


WHEREAS, the Roanoke Rapids City Council has previously indicated its desire to assist in economic development efforts for small businesses/entrepreneurs within the City; and


WHEREAS, the Roanoke Rapids City Council has held two public hearings concerning the proposed application for Community Development Block Grant funding to benefit White’s Auto, LLC; and


WHEREAS, the Roanoke Rapids City Council wishes to pursue a formal application for Community Development Block Grant funding to benefit White’s Auto, LLC and will leverage grant monies in the amount of 
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$250,000 into the project that will result in the creation of 10 new jobs as committed to in the application and the retention of 41 existing jobs; and


WHEREAS, the Roanoke Rapids City Council certifies it will meet all federal regulatory and statutory requirements of the State of North Carolina Community Development Block Grant Program; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Roanoke Rapids City Council that the City of Roanoke Rapids is authorized to submit a formal application to the North Carolina Department of Commerce for approval of a Community Development Block Grant for Small Business & Entrepreneurial Assistance to benefit White’s Auto, LLC.

Demolition Contract Award for the Vine Street CDBG-CR Project
Mr. Dale Holland, President of Holland Consulting Planners, the firm administering the Vine Street CDBG-CR Project, stated the Housing Authority received nine bids for the demolition and lot clearance activities of residential structures at 144 Vine Street, 150 Vine Street, 152 Vine Street, 104 Taft Street and 103 Taft Street.  He stated the lump sum bids ranged from a low of $16,714 to a high of $63,918.  Mr. Holland stated it is recommended that the contract be awarded to Lyons Excavation for the lowest lump sum bid of $16,714 for all five structures.  He stated if this contract is awarded, it is also requested that authorization be given for a change order to allow the company to perform lot clearance activities that will be required as a result of the Fire Department’s controlled burn training exercise of the structures on Piland Street.  He pointed out that we cannot get a price on this work until the burning exercise has been completed.

Mayor Pro Tem Ferebee asked about a timeline for the work.  He asked if it would be completed before summer.

Mr. Holland stated yes.   He stated he expects it to be completed within 30 days.

Fire Chief Corbet stated they plan to have their part completed well before summer.

Motion was made by Councilman Bobbitt, seconded by Councilwoman Scarbrough and unanimously carried to award the demolition contract for the Vine Street CDBG-CR Project to Lyons Excavation for the lump sum bid for all five parcels in the amount of $16,714, and to authorize the negotiation of a change order with Lyons Excavation for lot clearance activities once the Fire Department completes the controlled burn training exercise of the structures on Piland Street.

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Temporary Street Closure and Related Activities for RABA’s “Friday Night Live! on the Avenue Concert and Festivities”

Interim Police Chief Hinton stated the Roanoke Avenue Business Alliance (RABA) is planning to hold the “Friday Night Live! on the Avenue Concert and Festivities” on Friday, May 18 in the 1000 block of Roanoke Avenue.  He stated they have requested permission from the NC Department of Transportation to temporarily close this block which has been granted.  Chief Hinton stated a resolution is necessary for Council to also approve this temporary street closure for the concert, and to allow the possession and consumption of malt beverages and unfortified wine on the 1000 block of Roanoke Avenue on Friday, May 18 as specified in the Special Event Permit.

Motion was made by Councilman Bobbitt, seconded by Councilwoman Cowen and unanimously carried to adopt the following resolution:

RESOLUTION TO TEMPORARILY CLOSE STREET

FOR RABA’S “FRIDAY NIGHT LIVE! ON THE AVENUE CONCERT AND FESTIVITIES”

ON MAY 18, 2012


WHEREAS, the Roanoke Avenue Business Alliance, Inc. is planning to hold the “Friday Night Live! on the Avenue Concert and Festivities” on Friday, May 18, 2012; and


WHEREAS, this event will take place in the 1000 block of Roanoke Avenue; and

WHEREAS, the NC Department of Transportation has given its approval for the temporary street closure for this event; and


WHEREAS, the Roanoke Rapids City Council prohibits the possession and consumption of malt beverages and unfortified wine on any city street unless approved by resolution of City Council;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ROANOKE RAPIDS APPROVES THIS TEMPORARY STREET CLOSURE AND CONSUMPTION OF ALCOHOL WITH THE FOLLOWING STIPULATIONS:


(1)
the temporary closure of the 1000 block of Roanoke Avenue on Friday, May 18, 2012



will be between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:00 a.m.;


(2)
the possession and consumption of malt beverages and unfortified wine will be allowed



on the 1000 block of Roanoke Avenue on Friday, May 18, 2012;


(3)
all patrons consuming alcohol served by one of the restaurants along the 1000 block



of Roanoke Avenue on Friday, May 18, 2012 shall be restricted from moving outside



of a 25 foot radius from the building (this 25 foot radius area shall be clearly 


marked by the restaurant serving alcohol so that it is easily identifiable by



Police Officers on patrol); and alcohol in the designated corn hole and consumption


area shall be supplied by the Roanoke Avenue Business Alliance only and shall be


confined to that area;

no one under 21 years of age shall enter the designated beer garden area, and



no one shall leave the beer garden area with any beer or wine; and
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(5)
the sale of alcohol shall cease at 10:00 p.m.
