Mayor Doughtie called the meeting to order.
Motion was made by Councilwoman Scarbrough, seconded by Councilman Bobbitt and unanimously carried to go into closed session as allowed by NCGS 143-318.11(a)(6).
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Motion was made by Councilman Bobbitt, seconded by Councilman Lawson and unanimously carried to return to open session.



Mayor Doughtie reconvened the meeting in open session.

In closed session, City Council discussed filling the vacant City Manager position.
Before adjourning, City Council discussed the urgent public works capital needs presented to them in a memo from Interim City Manager Wyatt last week.  
Following much discussion, especially regarding the use of Fund Balance, it was the consensus of Council to fund the top four priorities:  (1) Smoot Drive; (2) 2nd & Franklin Streets; (3) 800 Stoney Brook Drive and (4) Carolina Avenue for a total of $165,000 with appropriations from Fund Balance.  Council also decided to contribute $10,000 to the Roanoke Valley Rescue Squad and to remove from the Cemetery budget the $6,000 funding for the bridge and fountain project.

Interim City Manager Wyatt pointed out that on the revenue side, we will increase sales tax revenue by $32,000 and increase the utility franchise tax revenue by $32,000.
There being no further business, motion was made by Councilman Lawson, seconded by Councilwoman Cowen and unanimously carried to adjourn.
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
