PARKS AND RECREATION DEPARTMENT

§ 31.010
DEPARTMENT OF PARKS AND RECREATION; OFFICE OF DIRECTOR 


OF PARKS AND RECREATION ESTABLISHED.


Subject to the general control and supervision of the City Manager, there is hereby created the Department of Parks and Recreation and the office of Director of Parks and Recreation. (’75 Code, § 2-18)

DUTIES OF DIRECTOR OF PARKS AND RECREATION.


The Director of Parks and Recreation shall have general supervision, direction and control over all public parks and recreation personnel, programs, activities, facilities and areas of the city. (’75 Code, § 2-19)

PARKS AND RECREATION ADVISORY COMMITTEE

§ 31.020
ESTABLISHMENT AND FUNCTIONS.


There is hereby created a Parks and Recreation Advisory Committee which shall perform the following functions:


(A)  To assist in the formulation of plans of parks and recreation for the city;


(B)  To make recommendations to the City Manager and City Council from time to time with respect to parks and recreation programs, facilities, resources and needs of the city;


(C)  To advise with the City Manager with respect to the conduct of parks and recreation programs and activities;


(D)  To assist in the coordination of the City Parks and Recreation Program with that of private, public or semipublic agencies;


(E)  To perform such other duties as may be assigned by the Council.  (’75 Code, § 2-20)

§ 31.021
COMPOSITION; TERMS OF OFFICE.

The Parks and Recreation Advisory Committee shall be composed of nine members who shall be appointed by the City Council to serve without compensation for terms of three years with the exception of the members first appointed, one-third of whom shall be appointed for terms of one year, and one-third of whom shall be appointed for terms of two years, and one-third of whom shall be appointed for terms of three years.  Any vacancy arising from a cause other than expiration of term shall be filled only for the unexpired portion of the term.  No member shall serve more than two consecutive terms without an intervening period of three years.  (’75 Code, § 2-21) (Am. Ord., passed 9-11-90)

MEETINGS.

The Parks and Recreation Advisory Committee shall hold meetings regularly at least once a quarter on such days and at such hours as may be fixed by the Committee.  Special meetings may be held on call of the Chairperson upon 24 hours’ notice to the members of the Committee.  A copy of the minutes of all meetings shall be sent to the City Manager. (Am. Ord., passed 12-14-10)

OFFICERS.

The Parks and Recreation Advisory Committee shall annually elect a Chairperson and Vice-Chairperson from its members.  The Director of Parks and Recreation shall serve as the Secretary. (’75 Code, § 2-23)

REPORT OF ACTIVITIES.

The Parks and Recreation Advisory Committee shall make a report of its activities and plans to the City Council at least annually before July 1.  (’75 Code, § 2-24)

HISTORIC PRESERVATION ADVISORY COMMITTEE

§ 31.040
ESTABLISHMENT.


There is hereby established a Historic Preservation Advisory Committee. (Ord. passed 11-12-02)
§ 31.041
FUNCTIONS.


The Historic Preservation Advisory Committee shall perform the following functions:


(A)  Provide input and guidance in the formulation of plans for preserving historic properties in the city;


(B)  Encourage and assist in the development or adaptive reuse of historic properties in the city;


(C)  Facilitate and coordinate activities to preserve public and private historic properties in the city;


(D)  Develop public educational and informational activities related to the preservation of historic properties and resources in the city;


(E)  Seek voluntary compliance and adherence to preserving historic properties in the city;


(F)  Facilitate the coordination of historic preservation efforts by various agencies and groups involved in the city;


(G)  Seek funds from various private and public sources for historic preservation activities;


(H)  Perform other duties related to historic preservation in the city as may be assigned by City Council. (Ord. passed 11-12-02)
§  31.042
COMPOSITION; TERMS OF OFFICE; VACANCIES.


The Historic Preservation Advisory Committee shall be composed of nine members to be appointed by the City Council as follows:


(A)  Three members shall be appointed to serve a term of one year, three members shall serve a term of two years, and three members shall serve a term of three years and until their successors are appointed and qualified.  All terms shall be for three years thereafter.  Appointments shall comply with the City Council Appointment Policy.  Vacancies shall be filled as they occur for the unexpired term.


(B)  In making appointments to the Committee, the Mayor and City Council shall seek to appoint persons who possess skills, experience and interest in the preservation of historic properties.


(C)  The members of the Committee shall serve without pay.  (Ord. passed 11-12-02)
§  31.043
ELECTION OF OFFICERS.


The Committee shall annually elect a Chairperson, Vice-chairperson, and Secretary-Treasurer from among its members.  (Ord. passed 11-12-02)

MEETINGS.


The Historic Preservation Advisory Committee shall hold meetings regularly at least once quarterly and at such hour and place as may be fixed by the Committee. (Ord. passed 11-12-02)

REPORT OF ACTIVITIES.


The Committee shall make a report of its activities to the City Council at least annually, no later than December 31 of each year.  Minutes of each meeting shall be kept and filed with the City Clerk. (Ord. passed 11-12-02)

ACCEPTANCE OF FUNDS.


The Committee is hereby authorized to solicit and receive funds from private or public sources for historic preservation activities with the approval of the City Council.  Funds solicited and received for public use shall be appropriately deposited with the City and appropriated for proper use by the City Council. (Ord. passed 11-12-02)
BEAUTIFICATION COMMITTEE
§  31.050  MEMBERSHIP; TERMS; VACANCIES; COMPENSATION.


(A)  The Beautification Committee shall consist of nine members.  Members shall be appointed by the Mayor and City Council to serve three-year terms.  Vacancies occurring for reasons other than the expiration of terms shall be filled as they occur for the period of the unexpired term.  


(B)  In making appointments to the Committee, the Mayor and City Council shall seek to appoint persons who possess qualities of impartiality, maturity and broad judgment, and in whom the community at large may be expected to have confidence.


(C)  Members of the Committee shall serve without pay.


(D)  Pursuant to Council action taken on January 10, 2006, the Council and staff representatives serving as ex-officio members, shall serve as voting members in addition to serving in an advisory capacity. (’75 Code, § 2-35) (Am. Ord. passed 7-14-81; Am. Ord. passed --)
§  31.051  OFFICERS; ADOPTION OF RULES; KEEPING RECORDS; QUORUM.


The Beautification Committee shall elect a Chairperson and any other officers as it may determine.  The term of the Chairperson and other officers shall be one year, with eligibility for re-election.  The Committee shall adopt rules for the transaction of business and shall keep a record of its members’ attendance and of its resolutions, discussions, findings and recommendations, which records shall be open to the public.  The Committee shall hold at least one meeting monthly, and all of its meetings shall be open to the public.  For the purpose of taking any official action authorized or required by this division, there shall be present a quorum of four members. (’75 Code, § 2-36) (Am. Ord. passed --)
§  31.052  POWERS.


The Beautification Committee shall have the following powers:


(A)  To initiate, promote and assist in the implementation of programs of general community beautification in the city and its environs;


(B)  To seek to coordinate the activities of individuals, agencies, organizations, and groups, public and private, whose plans, activities and programs bear upon the appearance of the city and its environs;


(C)  To provide leadership and guidance in matters of design and appearance to individuals, organizations and groups, public and private, who shall request such assistance;


(D)  To prepare both general and specific plans for the improved appearance of the city.  Such plans may include the entire city or any part thereof, and may include private as well as public property.  Such plans shall set forth desirable standards and goals for the aesthetic enhancement of the city or any part thereof, including public ways and areas, open spaces, and public and private buildings and projects;


(E)  To direct city officials’ attention to needed enforcement of any ordinance which in any way may affect the appearance of the city;


(F)  To seek, through any appropriate means, voluntary adherence to the standards and policies of its plans;


(G)  To assume responsibility for seeking funds from various public and private sources;


(H)  To keep the general public informed about what is taking place in all phases of the city’s beautification effort. (’75 Code, § 2-37) (Am. Ord. passed --)
§  31.053  SUBMISSION OF BUDGET REQUEST TO CITY COUNCIL.


Not later than April 1 of each year, the Beautification Committee shall submit in writing to the City Council its requested budget of funds needed for operation during the ensuing fiscal year.  All accounts and funds of the Committee shall be administered in accordance with the requirements of G.S. §§ 159-24 to 159-38. (’75 Code, § 2-38) (Am. Ord. passed --)
§  31.054  ACCEPTANCE OF CONTRIBUTIONS.


The Beautification Committee is hereby authorized to receive contributions from private agencies, foundations, organizations, individuals, the state or federal government, or any other source, with the approval of the City Council, in addition to any sums which may be appropriated for its use by the City Council.  It may accept and disburse such contributions for special purposes or projects, subject to any specified conditions which it deems acceptable, whether or not such projects are included in the approved budget. LIBRARY ADVISORY COMMITTEE
§  31.065  
ESTABLISHMENT.  


There is hereby created a Library Advisory Committee. (’75 Code, § 2-39)  (Am. Ord. passed--)
§  31.066  COMPOSITION; TERMS OF OFFICE; VACANCIES.


The Library Advisory Committee shall be composed of nine members to be appointed by the City Council:


(A)  Members appointed shall serve a term of three years and until their successors are appointed and qualified.  No member shall serve more than two consecutive terms.


(B)  Members of the Library Advisory Committee shall serve without compensation. (’75 Code, § 2-40) (Ord. passed 2-8-77; Am. Ord. passed --)
§  31.067  OFFICERS.


The Library Advisory Committee shall appoint from its membership a Chairperson and such other officers as it may deem necessary for the orderly procedure of its business. (’75 Code, § 2-41) (Ord. passed 2-8-77; Am. Ord. passed --)
§  31.068  FUNCTIONS.


The Library Advisory Committee shall perform the following functions:


(A)  To assist in the formulation of plans of the library for the city;


(B)  To make recommendations to the City Manager and City Council from time to time with respect to the library programs, facilities, resources and needs of the city;


(C)  To advise with the City Manager with respect to the conduct of library programs and activities;


(D)  To assist in the coordination of the city library program with that of private, public or semipublic agencies;


(E)  To perform such other duties as may be assigned by the Council. (’75 Code, § 2-42) (Ord. passed 2-8-77; Am. Ord. passed --)
§  31.069
 MEETINGS.


The Library Advisory Committee shall hold meetings regularly at least once quarterly and at such hours as may be fixed by the Committee.  Special meetings may be held on call of the Chairperson upon 24 hours’ notice to the members of the Committee. (’75 Code, § 2-42.1) (Ord. passed 2-8-77; Am. Ord. passed --)

CANAL MUSEUM ADVISORY COMMITTEE

ESTABLISHMENT.


There is hereby established a Canal Museum Advisory Committee. (Ord. passed 1-12-10)

PURPOSE.


The Canal Museum Advisory Committee is to render advice and counsel to the Canal Museum Director concerning policies and procedures of the Canal Museum with the objective of insuring that quality Museum services are provided to the residents of Roanoke Rapids. (Ord. passed 1-12-10)
§  31.072
COMPOSITION; TERMS OF OFFICE; VACANCIES.


The Canal Museum Advisory Committee shall be composed of seven (7) members to be appointed by the City Council as follows:


(A)  Two (2) members shall be appointed to serve a term of one (1) year, two (2) members shall serve a term of two (2) years, and three (3) members shall serve a term of three (3) years and until their successors are appointed and qualified.  All terms shall be for three (3) years thereafter.  Appointments shall comply with the City Council Appointment Policy.  Vacancies shall be filled as they occur for the unexpired term.


(B)  One (1) member is to be a school official from the Roanoke Rapids Graded School District.  One (1) member is to be a tourism official from the Halifax County Convention and Visitor’s Bureau.  One (1) member is to be an official from the Halifax County Arts Council.  One (1) member is to be a standing member of the Friends of the Canal.  One (1) member is to be an active officer from the Canal Commission.  The remaining two (2) members will be made up of Roanoke Rapids City residents.


(C)  The term of office shall run from May 1st to April 30.


(D)  The members of the Committee shall serve without pay. (Ord. passed 1-12-10)
§  31.073
ELECTION OF OFFICERS; OFFICERS AND DUTIES.


The Committee shall elect a Chairperson, Vice-Chairperson, and Secretary from among its members at the first meeting in June each year.


(A)  Chairperson.  The members of the committee shall elect a Chairperson annually.  The term shall be for one (1) year, and he/she shall be eligible for re-election.  The Chairperson shall decide all points of order and procedure unless directed otherwise by a majority of the committee in session at the time.


(B)  Vice-Chairperson.  The committee from among its members shall elect a Vice-Chairperson in the same manner and for the same term as the Chairperson.  The Vice-Chairperson shall serve as acting Chairperson in the absence or disability of the Chairperson, and at such times he/she shall have and may exercise the same powers and duties as the Chairperson.


(C)  Secretary.  The committee from among its members shall elect a Secretary in the same manner and for the same term as the Chairperson.  The Secretary shall keep minutes of every meeting of the committee and provide the City Manager with a copy of the minutes of all meetings. (Ord. passed 1-12-10)
§  31.074
MEETINGS.


(A)  Regular Meetings.  Regular meetings of the committee shall normally be held at least quarterly and at such hours as may be fixed by the committee. 

(B)  Special Meetings.  The Chairperson may call special meetings of the committee if at least 48 hours notice is given of the time, place and subject of the special meeting.


(C)  Cancellation of Meetings.  Whenever there is no business to come before the committee, or it is determined that a quorum will not be present, the Chairperson may dispense with a regular meeting by giving notice to all members and the local news media, and by posting notice on the door of the Canal Museum.  


(D)  Quorum.  A quorum shall consist of a majority of the members of the committee.


(E)  Conduct of Meetings.  All meetings of the committee shall be open to the public.  The order of business at regular meetings shall generally be as follows:  (1) Roll Call; (2) Approval of Minutes of Previous Meetings; (3) Reports of Committees; (4) Unfinished Business; and (5) New Business.


(F)  Voting.  The vote of a majority of those members present shall be sufficient to decide any matter before the committee provided a quorum is present.


(G)  Attendance Requirements.  In accordance with the City of Roanoke Rapids Appointment Policy, if appointees have unexcused absences which constitute more than 25% of the committee meetings in any calendar year which they are required to attend pursuant to their appointment, they are obligated to resign.  Excused absences are defined as absences caused by events beyond one's control (i.e. illness of appointee).  The Committee shall determine whether or not an absence is excused or unexcused.  If individuals refuse to resign, they may be dismissed by action of the City Council subject to state or local law.  A calendar year is to be defined as a 12 month period beginning on the date of appointment.  (Ord. passed 1-12-10) (Am. Ord. passed 12-14-10)
MINIMUM HOUSING COMMITTEE

§  31.100
ESTABLISHMENT.


A Minimum Housing Committee is hereby established to set minimum standards of fitness for the initial and continued occupancy of all buildings used for human habitation, as expressly authorized by G.S. § 160A-185.  (Res., passed 6-13-89)
