§  73.01
BICYCLES ON SIDEWALK OR WALKWAY PROHIBITED.


No person shall ride a bicycle upon any sidewalk or walkway within the corporate limits.  (’75 Code, § 14-30)
§  73.02
DUTY TO USE HANDLEBARS ON BICYCLES OR MOTORCYCLES.


(A)  No person shall ride a bicycle or motorcycle on any street without having his hands upon the handlebars.  (’75 Code, § 14-30)


(B)  The operator of a motorcycle or bicycle, when upon a street, shall not carry any person upon the handlebars, frame or tank of any such vehicle, nor shall any person so ride upon any such vehicle.  (’75 Code, § 14-29) Penalty, see § 70.99

§  73.03
LIGHTS REQUIRED ON BICYCLES.


Every bicycle shall be equipped with a lighted lamp on the front thereof, visible under normal atmospheric conditions from a distance of at least 300 feet in front of such bicycle, and shall also be equipped with a reflex mirror or lamp on the rear, exhibiting a red light visible under like conditions from a distance of at least 200 feet to the rear of such bicycle, when used at night.  (’75 Code, § 14-31) Penalty, see § 70.99
