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Departmental Reports
Administrative Department
City Manager Scherer stated this is his first work session with Council.  He stated he would like for this to be a working work session, and save other items and business matters for the regular meeting.  He stated if this is okay with Council, he would like to proceed with this format.
City Manager Scherer stated he has been initiated his first two weeks on the job with the flooding being the most noteworthy.  He complimented the staff and city workers for their work during and after the flood.  He stated they were very competent and made his job easier.  

City Manager Scherer indicated that in talking with our State Emergency Management representative, depending on if and when the Federal declaration is made, it is anticipated that the State will open an office at the Jo Story Senior Center either Thursday or Friday.  He stated people will be able to go there and file claims.

City Manager Scherer stated the Public Works Department has been canvassing areas looking at the ditches and pipes.  He indicated that most lines have been cleared but they have found approximately $500,000 in damages with approximately $115,000 of that amount for the Franklin Street collapse.  He stated we hope to recover 75% of the total from the State.  He stated it is his understanding that the Franklin Street work is ahead of schedule.
City Manager Scherer indicated that we have compiled a list of damages in our parks and recreation facilities but unfortunately, none are covered for reimbursement.  He stated we are talking with our insurance company about the damage at Kirkwood Adams Community Center and the Hodgestown Day Care Center but more than likely, we will have to fund repairing the damage.  He stated Chaloner Recreation Center, which was severely damaged, has reopened.  He indicated that the Chaloner bridge is not functional but the State is expected to be here tomorrow to inspect the bridge.
City Manager Scherer reported that our engineering consultants have calculated that this flood was in fact a thousand year flood.  He indicated that he plans to hold an after action review with department heads to see if there are things we can improve on.
Public Works Department
Public Works Director Chalker reported that they continue to deploy the storm drain camera system, and will even bring residents into the trailer to look at the pipes on the monitor.
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Public Works Director Chalker reported that they are preparing for leaf season.  He also reported that they finally received the training for the govdeals.com website and posted the surplus items we had for sale.  He stated we have collected $6,065 for those items.

Parks & Recreation Department
Parks & Recreation Director Simeon reported that the Library grant for print and reservation management has been installed and is running smoothly. 

Parks & Recreation Director Simeon indicated that an update on the Summer Lunch Program will be included in his written report.

Planning & Development Department
Planning & Development Director Lasky stated they continue to take names and contact information from people that suffered damage from the flooding.  She stated they plan to make direct contact with those individuals once the State office has been set up.  She indicated that Brian and Donald took the Federal officials to about 200 properties that experienced some type of damage.

Planning & Development Director Lasky indicated that she continues to work on the various grants and indicated that a start-up meeting was held on the CDBG-SBEA Project for the expansion of White’s  Auto.

Mayor Doughtie asked if we have been officially notified of the Federal declaration.

City Manager Scherer stated no but we anticipate hearing something today or tomorrow.  He stated when we do, we will get the word out that the State is establishing an office at the Senior Center. 

Planning & Development Director Lasky explained that we had to submit information to justify whether or not we met the criteria for the declaration.  She indicated that a minimum of 25 properties with major damage was needed, and after several hours of inspection, we found 32 and stopped.  She indicated that there will be different forms of assistance available. She stated they are also compiling a list of charitable organizations, churches, etc. that may be able to provide assistance.

Mayor Doughtie asked if both Federal and State officials will be at the Senior Center.

City Manager Scherer stated the intent is for this to be “one-stop shopping”.  He stated Federal and State officials will be there with computers to determine what level of assistance is available.

Councilwoman Cowen stated she would like to thank the employees for the extra effort and work.  She stated she appreciates all of the hard work.
